Communion. The sermon is  not a  moral lesson to live up to; it is  a reminder of the 
gospel and how we should respond to it. And the elements of the Lord’s  Supper do 
not change, but we change as we receive Christ by faith and commune together. 

God Sends: Song of Response & Benediction
True worship always involves God’s  revelation to us and our response to Him. God 
calls  us to respond to His  sacrifice and generosity in the gospel with a life of praise, 
sacrifice and joy as  we become doers  of the word. Yet, we are not left to ourselves. 
Christ sends us  into the world with His  blessing and Spirit that equips  and 
empowers us for service and a life of daily worship.
