Third, as a result of Adam’s fall, all mankind is born unable to change their own nature 

and act in a manner that is contrary to their own corruption due to sin (total inability). 

Therefore, salvation must begin with God and be all of grace. Though many more  
passages could be cited, the following verses are sufficient to verify the humbling

From the very beginning of man’s fall, because of sin, we see that it is our nature to 

hide from each other and to hide from God (Gen.3:7-8), but praise be to God for it is 

His nature to seek and to save (Gen.3:9). Jesus said, “I have come to seek and to 
save the lost” (Luke 19:10). In all our seeking and finding God, we learn it was God 

who first sought and found us.  Though many more could be cited, the verses below 

are sufficient to show that it is God alone, by Christ alone, through the Spirit alone 

who saves man. The following will highlight how God’s wonderful work of salvation is  

applied to the believer.  
 

 
 
1.)                     (A New Call)  
 

The Bible teaches that there is a “universal or general” call of the gospel that goes 

out to all men without distinction that they might repent and believe in Christ 

(Matt.22:14). But the Bible also speaks of the “effectual” call in accordance with one’s 
salvation. In other words when God makes this call, the person always picks up on the 

other end. (Rom.1;6-7,8:30; 1 Cor.1:9, 26; Eph.1:18; 2 Tim. 1:8-9; 2 Pt. 1:10; etc.) 

 

2.)              (A New Heart & Mind)  

 

The Bible teaches that we do not repent and believe and then are born again; we are 

born again in order to repent and believe. In other words, it is God who opens our 

hearts to hear His call. This is what the Bible calls “regeneration,” whereby God makes 

our dead spirits alive, opens our minds and causes us to be born again.   
(Ezek. 36:26; John 1:13, 3:3-8, 6:44, Acts 16:14b; 1 Cor. 4:6; 1 Pt. 1:3; Titus 3:5;     

James. 1:18; etc.)

3.)                            and                                   (A New Response) 
 

The Bible teaches that while regeneration is an act of God and God alone, repentance 

and faith is the activity of man. In repentance, we hate our sin and we turn from our 

sin to follow Jesus. In faith, we receive Christ as He is offered to us in the gospel and 

our whole being rests upon Him alone for our salvation. By faith, we are trusting    
particularly in the life of Christ in our place, and the death of Christ in our place.  

(Ezek. 33:11; Jn. 8:24; Mk. 1:15; Lk. 24:47; Eph.1:13,2:8-9; Heb.6:1; 1 Jn.5:13 etc.)   

 

4.)             (A New Standing) 

 

The Bible teaches that justification is a once for all act of God whereby we are    

forgiven of all our sins and are declared right in God’s sight based on the          

righteousness of Christ credited to us by faith alone.  It’s a simple mathematical    

formula: A subtraction of sin and an addition of righteousness. It is what some have 

called, “the great exchange.” Our sin is credited to Christ. His righteousness is credited 
to us. (Gen. 15:6; Hab.2:4; Lk. 18:14; Rom.1:16-17,4:1-8,5;1; 2 Cor. 5:21, Phil.3:9; etc.)  
 

5.)              (A New Family)  
 

The Bible teaches that our adoption is a once for all act of God in which He gives us 

the right to be called His children forever. (Jn. 1:12; Rom.8:15-16;Gal.4: 1Jn.3:1-2; etc.)   

 
6.)              (A New Creation)  
 
The Bible teaches that sanctification is the process of God whereby through the 

means of grace, He makes us to be holy as He is holy. Although we will never be    

perfect in this life, we are a new creation and our lives bear the fruit of this and are 

changed. In other words, a gospel that hasn’t changed you, is a gospel that hasn’t 

saved you. (Jn. 17:17; Rom.8:13,12:2; 2 Cor. 5:17, 7:1; Col.3:5;  1 Thess.5:23; Heb. 
10:14; 1 Pt.1:15-16, etc.)

The Church is made up of individual members who are led by ordained officers (Elders 

and Deacons). Our church being Presbyterian simply means “elder led” and consists of 

3 types of elder accountability structures (the local session, presbytery & general  

assembly) (See 1 Cor.12:12; 1 Tim.3:1-13; Titus 1:5-9; Acts 6:1-6,15:1-35, 20:17-38) 

 
 

The Church’s mission is to love God and others (Matt. 22:37-39), worship God in Christ 

(Jn.4:23-24), build each other up (1 Cor. 14:12,26b), make  disciples (Matt.28:19), proclaim 

the gospel (Mk.16:15; Acts 8:4), and extend Christ’s kingdom rule (Eph.1:10,23; Col.1:18).
